To fit the occasion of Hymer’s 50th anniversary, the company is unveiling the 

Forever Young touring caravan at the CMT 2008 in Stuttgart. The concept 

underlying this special edition from the cult Eriba-Touring range is rooted in the 

Troll, the first caravan built by Erwin Hymer in Bad Waldsee 50 years ago. The 

Forever Young special edition touring caravan has been fully re-designed. This 

applies to the exterior styling, the rear light moulding, the pop-top and the front 

design.   

 

The overall length is 5.76 metres (camping body 4.71 metres), the overall width 

is 2.10 metres and the overall height is 2.26 metres. The Forever Young touring 

caravan has an AL-KO chassis, on which the corrosion-resistant, self-supporting 

steel tube structure in successful use for 50 years is based. The technical 

features of the chassis include independent wheel suspension with shock 

absorbers, automatic overrun and auto-reverse system. The camping body is     

29 millimetres thick in the wall area and 35 millimetres thick in the floor area. The 

pivoted windows have double glazing and the large pop-top comes with            

26-millimeter-thick sandwich insulation and two scissor lifts.  

 

The entrance door is higher to permit easy access to an interior providing a 

pleasing 1.95 metres of headroom, giving a sense of generous spaciousness. 

This feeling is enhanced by the ergonomic furnishing scheme and interior décor. 

The furniture in Toscana cherry wood, along with cream-coloured elements on 

the linen cupboard and overhead storage cupboards at the rear, form a 

harmonious synthesis with high-quality upholstery fabrics and curtains adding 

subtle touches of colour. The upholstery foam for the seating group in the front 

dining/living area is of premium quality. The coverings have Teflon stain 
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protection. The layout versions offer a seating arrangement or alternatively a 

fixed bed at the rear. The rear bed versions have a reclining area of 1.95 metres 

in length and 1.42 metres in width.  

 

The compact kitchen is elegant and ergonomic, featuring a curved working 

surface with inset, circular stainless steel sink and three-burner hob. The 

refrigerator has a volume of about 70 litres.  

 

The washroom of the Forever Young touring caravan can also be equipped with 

a shower on request.
